We are inviting you to play one or two pieces for a maximum of five minutes if you are
over Fifth Grade standard, or for a maximum of three minutes for those up to Fourth
Grade standard. When we have developed a timetable we will let you know at what
time you will be playing. As you can imagine, we must ask you to keep exactly to your
allotted time to enable the function to work successfully. This will be an outstanding
opportunity to perform before a wide audience on a fine piano in wonderful
surroundings. You will play not just to friends and family, but National Trust members
and other visitors to the property. We hope you will join us on the 23™ January.
